This Month is Diabetes Awareness Month. Diabetes is the 7th leading cause of death in
Illinois, but early detection and preventative measures can help save lives. That’s why this
year, I supported a new law, SB0667, to expand access to life-saving preventative
diabetes screenings for Illinoisans. This requires insurers to cover tests for people with or
at risk of developing diabetes.

In Illinois, roughly 1.3 million adults have Diabetes but roughly 341,000 are unaware that
they have it. This is why testing is not only a crucial, but an important first step in
combating the disease. Tests are available and affordable and can help individuals detect
Diabetes.
